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Communities throughout Alaska have taken steps to protect
their public facilities from floods and other natural hazards.

In remote areas the consequences and costs of damage can be
particularly high, due to challenges associated with long winters,
limited transportation and scarce resources. In these areas it is
especially important to safeguard schools, community centers,
water and sewer systems, power generation stations, and other
necessities. Following are examples of hazard mitigation
measures that have been practical and effective:

Water and Sewer arctic pipes secured on duckbill type ground anchors—Kotlik
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Sewage pumping station elevated on mound—Fort Yukon

Fuel tanks supported above flood level—Sleetmute

Public building on secure Triodetic foundation —Akiak
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
