1.0 GENERAL INFORMATION
	1.1 Purpose
	This Project consists of furnishing and installing electrical components/systems to provide alternating current to maintain batteries and electronics while dockside.  The installation will be conducted aboard the vessel in its designated slip located in the Petersburg Borough Middle Harbor.   
 
2.0 SCOPE OF WORK 
2.1. Installation of exterior shore power components shall consist of the following:
1. One 25’ Marine Grade Shore Power Cord, 30 amp, 125 volt.  The Gauge of the wire shall be at a minimum, #10 AWG 3-conductor wire.  The power cord will meet industry standards to include ABYC and UL.
2. One nonmetallic shore power socket, 30 amp, 125 volt.  Blade style: Three wire locking NEMA LS – 30R.  Placement of the socket shall be on the front starboard side of the cabin with nearest access to the interior helm station where the current electrical system is located.  Installation of the socket and wiring shall be in an adequate access location but not obstructive to other mechanical devices or wiring.

2.2 Installation of interior shore power components shall consist of the following:
1. One marine ISO-G2 transformer installed in a safe and dry compartment within the cabin or appropriate location as per manufacturer’s specifications.
2. One 120 volt marine A/C panel with meter and main disconnect breaker installed at the helm or best location providing adequate access.
3. One 120 volt duplex outlet installed at the interior helm station.
4. One 20 amp marine battery charger installed in an appropriate location per manufacturer specification and of adequate access.
2.3 Project duration
	The project will be completed no later than close of business on Thursday, 	15 January, 2015.




3.0 PROPOSAL AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
3.1 Proposal

A seventh line item will provide the total number of installation man hours, unit cost and total man hour cost.  Total cost will be noted as an eighth line item.  The proposal must be dated and signed by a company official or designated signatory.
3.2 Submission requirements
1. As this project is funded by a Department of Homeland Security grant, bidders must certify they are eligible to bid by attesting they are not Debarred/Suspended Vendors; ‘Attachment A’.  The signed affidavit is required to be submitted with the proposal document.
2. Sealed bids will be received by the Petersburg Borough, Post Office Box 329, Petersburg, Alaska 99833, located in the Municipal Building, No. 12 South Nordic Drive, Petersburg, Alaska 99833 until 2:00 p.m. prevailing time on Tuesday, 9 December, 2014 at which time the bids will be opened and evaluated.  Bids received after this time and date will not be considered.
