REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS
For

ARCHITECTURAL/ENGINEERING SERVICES
The Borough of Petersburg, Alaska, is accepting proposals from qualified firms for architectural/engineering services for needed upgrades to the Petersburg Municipal Power & Light (PMP&L) headquarters building at the intersection of Haugen and Nordic Drives.

Purpose
PMP&L seeks to obtain the services of an A/E consulting firm to complete the evaluation, design and cost estimate for the upgrade of the existing headquarters building; including bid ready documents.
Project Background
The administrative functions for PMP&L are presently housed in an aging building that does not meet present day codes for public buildings. The building has no ADA compliant access; encroaches on the road right-of way, creating a “blind corner”; and is uninsulated, which wastes energy and creates an unhealthy, uncomfortable work environment.
Project Description/ Project Scope of Work
This design effort will address and resolve the following building issues:
1. Code Compliance – the building is to be brought up to present day fire, safety, and ADA codes which apply to public buildings.
2. Encroachment – the building corner is to be modified to allow traffic stopped on Haugen to see to the left, without encroaching on the pedestrian crossing.

3. Insulation – an exterior insulation and siding system is to be applied to make the building more energy efficient and comfortable.
It is the intent of PMP&L to contract this work via competitive bids, so bid ready documents are required.  
Performance Time
After the notice-to-proceed is issued, the Consultant shall provide:
· Preliminary (20%) design documents for review within sixty (60) working days.

· 80% documents are to be completed within forty-five (45) working days of completion/approval of the 20% review.
· Final documents are to be completed within thirty (30) working days of completion/approval of the 80% review. 
Deliverables

The Consultant is to provide:

· Twelve (12) hard copies of the plans and specifications. Plans are to be on standard size (22”x34”) paper and bound.

· Two (2) CD’s containing the plans and specs.
Qualifications
In order to be qualified for work under this proposal, the Consultant must meet the following requirements:
· Must be licensed to perform A/E services in the State of Alaska.
· The responsible Architect/Engineer must be licensed in the State of Alaska and have a minimum of five (5) years of design experience on public buildings.

Evaluation of Proposals
The proposals will be evaluated by the Power Superintendent who will then make award recommendation to the Borough Manager.  Evaluations will be based on the following weighted criteria:

1. Cost

2. Past relevant experience 



25%

3. Team Members




25%

4. Workload





15%

Proposals must include the following information:
· Name of Project Manager and other team members to be used on this project along with their qualifications and experience.

· Hourly rates for each of the team members as well as supporting staff.

· Estimated time schedule and staff hours for completion of the project.
· Proposed project schedule and duration.

· References – a list of similar projects undertaken by the firm (preferably project personnel) with beginning and ending dates; and name, address, phone number, fax number, and e-mail address of a contact person for each reference.

General Requirements/Instructions
Respondents to this RFP are encouraged to provide all of the information requested within the Request for Proposals.  The Power Superintendent will evaluate the proposals based on their technical merit, from the information supplied by the respondents.  

The respondents are encouraged to provide the exact information requested in the RFP.  PMP&L reserves the right to reject any proposal, however qualified, if such proposal does not supply the requested information in a short, concise manner.  

Original proposals must be received in Petersburg by September 12, 2014.  Faxed or e-mailed proposals are acceptable.  Proposals received after this date and time will not be opened or evaluated.

The following format is recommended for use by each of the respondents:

Identification of Proposer – no more than ½ page.
Understanding of Project Requirements – no more than 2 pages.
Listing of all personnel to be used on this project – No more than 1 page.
Alaska Business License Number.
Alaska Architect’s License Number.
Project/Design Architect – List projects that have been completed by the architect in the past 5 years.  The projects shall include only those projects personally completed by the person responsible for the actual design of similar projects. 
List hourly rates for project team members and support personnel, and provide an estimated total project design cost.

The entire proposal, excluding cover sheet, shall be no more than 5 pages in length.
